1. What is BCT? 

The BCT is an international vocational -based examination developed by The Office of Chinese 

Language Council International (Hanban) - a division of Ministry of Education, Beijing, 

China.  Researched by the renowned Peking University, the BCT measures the Chinese language 

proficiency of non -native speakers who require the use of Chinese language in business 

communications.

¶ a good insight into the Chinese language in terms of how to facilitate the learning of 

Chinese by English speakers; and the practical skills required for teaching Chinese at 

initial  and intermediate levels to speakers of English who want to learn Chinese for 

various purposes. 

Entry Requirements  

Candidates should normally hold a university degree, and be able to demonstrate an active 

interest in language learning and teaching in gener al. Candidates whose mother tongues are 

neither Chinese nor English need to provide evidence of competence in both languages. The 

following qualifications are acceptable:  

1. A degree in Chinese or English language from a recognised university; 

2. a HSK certificate at Advanced level in Chinese and an English proficiency test certificate 

either in IELTS (5.5 and above) or TOEFL (minimum 550). 

Candidates whose mother-tongue is either English or Chinese need to provide evidence of 

language competence in their respect ive second language. Ensure that you send us copies of 

certificates for the relevant qualifications noted in your application form as your application 

may not be considered without these copies.  

Admission is by means of an interview after the receipt of ap plication.

Giant Panda 

The Giant Panda is one of the most recognizable animals in  the world,  and in China you can see 

its image everywhere, it is one of the mascots   for 2008 Summer Olympic Games. The panda is 

unique to China and is now only found in five mountain ranges in the provinces of Sìchuȗn, 

Gȗns½ and Shanxȯ, and there are  thought to be little  more than 1000 still  left in the wild.   

They are totally adapted to a diet of bamboo,  a poor  food source  lacking in protein and high in 

indigestible fibers. The panda therefore has to ingest an enormous  amount of bamboo  to 

extract its daily nutrition requirements.   The ôpandaõs thumbõ an extra thumb which allows the 

panda to strip bamboo leaves from their branches. The panda is a lso much rounder than other 

bears and this enables it to save heat during winter and, therefore, negates the   need for a 

hibernation period  allowing the panda to feed year -round.  The pandaõs markings are also no 

accident, the striking black and white color ations serve as a warning to rivals and allow the 

pandas to save energy that would otherwise be wasted in fruitless  social and threatening   

interactions.  The panda remains an object of fascination both to the scientific and wider world.
